The tricky thing about going chronological is that we get hints of an
instruction way before it was written down in Exodus. This will be a great eye
opener as we go through Genesis. They knew of these things from somewhere.
Adam and Hawah must have taught their children and now that the 365 books
of Enoch are lost, we do not have an accurate picture of the first mention of
these things.
